Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Happy Father’s Day to all of the wonderful fathers, grandfathers, and spiritual guardians in our
community! Recently, I’ve been reflecting on the Scriptures and really thinking about what it means to
lead and guide a family. Having just finished my pastoral training, the lessons I learned in the classroom
have taken on a whole new, humbling meaning for me when I look at today's readings.

In Matthew 10:26-33, Jesus tells us not to worry because we matter way more than a flock of sparrows.
He basically challenges us to openly share our faith with others. I see a beautiful reflection of this in our
earthly fathers. The men of our community are tasked with being anchors of faith, courageously standing
up for truth and protecting their families in a world full of anxiety and uncertainty.

But my recent theological studies taught me something else about pastoral leadership—and by extension,
fatherhood: the leader is also always a student. Sitting in the school of pastors, I realized that true spiritual
authority is rooted entirely in surrender and humility. The more I study, the more I realize my primary role
is simply to point you to our Heavenly Father.

Fathers, the world often tells you that your primary job is to provide, protect, and guide. And that is
completely true. But the absolute best gift you can ever leave your kids is your own humility and
surrender to God. When they see you pray, trust in God's providence, and lean into His perfect love, you
teach them to live without fear. You are teaching them that their ultimate Father is one who numbers the
hairs on their heads and is always watching over us.

Thank you for your sacrifice, your patience, and your daily striving to share God's love. May you be
blessed, renewed, and continually guided by the Holy Spirit along the way.

Many that we serve are under extreme stress
due to loss of income often caused by serious illness,
car problems and loss of work or job cutbacks. Though
we often are not able to help with all their needs; we
can offer our love and the promise that we will walk
with them during this time in their lives. Here is a story
we’d like to share:

   Sometimes poor decisions made in the first half of
your life catch up with you later.  Sandy never married
the father of her 4 children.  When he died, she was not
eligible for any of his veteran benefits.  Her job went
through 4 payroll companies in 5 years.  Her checks
were deposited directly to a cash card and she never
received pay stubs.  Without proof of employment, she
is ineligible for social security.  One of her sons lives
with her and helps with rent and other expenses.  
Recently, she lost her job and he had his hours cut.  We
helped them with their utilities, food and also a referral
to an employment agency that might be able to find
them jobs.  Sandy is facing a very uncertain financial
future.
